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Shuttle bus services available between Fukuoka Airport International Terminal and Domestic Terminal %t takes 11 minutes from Fukuoka Airport International Terminal to Fukuoka Airport Domestic Terminal by shuttle bus.
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Bus services available between Hakata and Dazaifu —Dazaifu liner bus “Tabito” —
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For the Hakata to Dazaifu route, the Fukuoka Airport International Terminal will be changed to be for boarding only.
* For the Dazaifu to Hakata route, passengers may still get off at Fukuoka Airport International Terminal.
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Dedicated to Sugawara no Michizane (famous as
a god of learning, devotion and warding off evil),
the shrine is busy year-round with visitors praying
for success with schoolwork and exams. From
season to season, the spacious grounds are
embellished with the beauty of abundant nature
and flowers, like the famous “Flying Plum Tree”.
And the main shrine has now been designated as
a national important cultural property.
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Close to the “Special Historic Site Mizuki Ruins Higashimon-mae” bus stop
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This is a 1.2 kilometer long defensive fortification (man-made earthworks) built in the
7th century to defend against possible invasion from Tang Dynasty China and the
Korean kingdom of Silla. Its name, Mizuki (water castle), comes from the fact that it
included a large moat filled with water.

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A 8 minutes walk from Dazaifu bus stop
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This amusement park is contained within the grounds of Dazaifu Tenmangu. It boasts
more than 20 types of rides that small children can safely enjoy. The sky ship, which lets
families feel as though they are strolling through mid-air, is said to be the most popular.

Tabito features an exterior decorated with various sightseeing destinations and seasonal flowers from Dazaifu along
with an interior design incorporating five good-luck patterns.

The whole train is designed with a unique aesthetic that immerses you in the world of Japanese art.

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Governing Kyushu during the Nara and Heian periods, this place played an important role in
western defense and as a channel for negotiations with foreign countries. In the Manyoshu
(Japan’s oldest anthology of poems) it is called the “distant imperial court”, and the imposing
